Scopul principal al proiectului il reprezinta cresterea nivelului de cunostinte al profesorilor de liceu
provenind din Regiunea de Dezvoltare “Centru” din Romania cu privire la problematici vizand
cetatenia si integrarea europeana, astfel incat acestia sa poata promova mai departe tematicile UE
prin includerea lor in cursurile predate elevilor.

intre 5 si 11 septembrie a avut loc prima sesiune de formare. Profesorii de liceu inscrisi pentru
aceasta prima etapa au asistat la cursurile desfasurate la sediul SNSPA in fiecare zi in intervalul
orar 09:00-18:00. Cazarea, transportul intern si masa participantilor au fost asigurate de DRIIE—
SNSPA, conform angajamentelor de co-finantare a acestui modul.

Fiecare dintre cele patru cursuri a avut doua componente: o componenta teoretica, prin intermediul careia
cursantii si-au putut insusi noi notiuni si concepte din domeniul integrarii europene, si o componenta
practica, in care cursantii au pus in aplicare lucrurile noi invatate. in plus, participantii din cadrul
primei sesiuni de formare au invatat cum sa insereze respectivele informatii in lectiile lor de
predare, cum sa le prezinte elevilor intr-o maniera cat mai eficienta si mai atractiva.

La inceperea cursurilor, fiecare participant a primit materiale-suport de curs pentru a le utiliza n
completarea informatiilor dobandite pe parcursul celor sapte zile de la profesorii formatori.

Acestia au trebuit fie sa rezolve diverse teste menite sa verifice gradul
lor de intelegere a proceselor si situatiilor prezentate in cadrul cursurilor, fie sa faca analize SWOT
pentru diferite programe scolare etc. La final, toate aceste materiale au fost adunate in cadrul
portofoliului individual al cursantului. In urma sustinerii evaluarii finale, fiecare cursant a primit
un Atestat de formare continua a personalului didactic, dobandind astfel un numar de 13
credite profesionale transferabile.

High-school teachers selected from the “Human Being and Society” curricular area and representing the
“Centre” Development Region in Romania (six administrative divisions — Alba, Brasov, Covasna,
Harghita, Mures and Sibiu).

Why

The main purpose of the project is to increase the knowledge of high-school teachers selected from the
“Centre” Development Region in Romania regarding the topics of European citizenship and
integration so that they can further promote the EU-related agenda by including it in the courses
they teach to their pupils.

How

The first training session was held between 5th and 11th September. The high-school teachers en-
rolled for this first stage of the project attended the courses conducted at the NSPSPA every day
between 9:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Accommodation, internal transport and meals were provided to
participants by the DIREI — NSPSPA, according to the co-financing commitments for this project.

Each of the four courses had two components: a theoretical component through which the high-school
teachers managed to acquire new notions and concepts on European integration, and a practical
component in which they implemented the new things they have learned. In addition, the partici-
pants of the first training session learned how to insert this new information in their lesson plans, in
order to present it to the pupils in a more efficient and attractive way.

Before starting the teaching activities, each participant received the course support materials in order to
use them to supplement the information acquired during the seven days of the training session.
These materials correspond to the four courses and were developed by the experts trainers.
Moreover, the participants received DVDs containing various informative materials about the
European Union, lesson plans, games, quizzes, audio/video materials etc. — that they could use in
classrooms with their pupils.

On the last day of the training session, the knowledge and the skills acquired by the high-school teachers
during the seven-days courses were evaluated. The participants had to resolve the various tests
meant to check their level of understanding of the processes and situations presented within the
courses, or to make SWOT analysis for various school programmes etc. Finally, all these materials
were collected in individual portfolios, which were evaluated by the three trainers. Following the final
evaluation, each participant received a certificate of continuous training of the teaching staff,
thus aquiring a number of 13 transferable professional credits.

The successful completion of the first training session was marked through a round table debate that took
place on September 12, 2011 at the NSPSPA (6 Povernei street) - 'Romania’s membership in the
EU - Key issues and the need to expand EU knowledge”. The event has benefit from the pres-
ence of both the three trainers and some EU specialists such as HE. Ambassador Viorel Ardeleanu
(Ministry of Foreign Affairs), Professor Adrian Ivan, Ph.D. (Babes-Bolyai University from Cluj-
Napoca), Mr. Razvan-Horatiu Radu (Undersecretary of State, European Affairs Department), Mr.
Mihai Cercel (European Affairs Department).
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During the conference, the participants received two types of materials on the following topics: “Romania’s
membership in the EU: key aspects” and “ The need for expanding and disseminating knowledge
concerning European integration”.
